346 of the said Act for the information of all persons likely to be affected thereby; and notice is hereby given that the said
draft rules will be taken into consideration by the Central Government on or after the expiry of period of sixty days from
the date on which the copies of the Gazette of India in which this notification is published, are made available to the
public;

Draft Rules

1. Short title, application and commencement—(1) These rules may be called the Cantonments (Form of Annual
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Inspection Report on Cantonments) Rules, 2016.

(2) These rules shall apply to all Cantonments in India.

(3) They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Official Gazette.

Follow up action— Wherever the report has been obtained by the General Officer Commanding-in-Chief the
Command or the Principal Director he shall render a monthly report to Central Government or Director General of the
follow up action taken on the recommendations of the Inspecting Officer and shall carry out all orders issued by the
Central Government or the Director General.
